Attendance Matters! 
Parents and students need to understand 
the importance of attendance, starting in 
the early grades and continuing through 
high school. 
 

� Your student can suffer 
academically if they miss 10%   
of schools days or about 18 days. 
(School year equals 180 days.) 

� It doesn’t matter if these 

absences are excused or 

unexcused.  They all represent 
lost time in the classroom and a 
lost opportunity to learn. 

� Attendance matters as early   
as kindergarten.  Studies show 
many children who miss too 
many days in kindergarten and 
first grade can struggle 
academically in later years.  
They often have trouble 
mastering reading by the end    
of the third grade. 

� By middle and high school, 

chronic absence is a leading 
warning sign that a student will 
drop out. 

� Too many absent students can 
affect the whole classroom and 
slow down instruction.
